The Akimel O’otham have lived in the 
Gila and Salt River Valleys since time immemorial and are descendants of the ancient Huhugam civilization 
that prospered throughout south central Arizona during a time when the Gila River was alive and flowed 
freely through our land.  
  
Our Pee-Posh neighbors began arriving in central Arizona in the late 1700’s and joined the Akimel O’otham 
who were already here. They agreed to live together as one while providing for the prosperity and protec-
tion of each other. 
  
We look forward to sharing more of our history and culture with you during your visit.
